The case marked the rare instance where a securities defen-

dant had to hand over documents before the motion to dismiss was 

decided. Senior U.S. District Judge Charles Breyer lifted the PSLRA 

stay on discovery and ordered Eargo to hand over documents it pre-

viously provided to the DOJ in criminal and civil investigation into 

potential insurance fraud. Breyer, however, this week found most of 

the company’s statements regarding the insurance issues were not 

misleading and the plaintiffs could not show the company and its 

officials acted with scienter.
